(c) “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the Contract for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.

(d) “Day” means calendar day.

(e) “GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section. 

(f) “The Goods” means all of the equipment, machinery, commodities and/or other materials which the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract.

(g) “The Project Site,” where applicable, means the place or places named in the SCC.
(h) “The Purchaser” means the Commission of the African Union including all national offices and international organs of the African Union purchasing the Goods, as named in the SCC.

(i) “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract
