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Resolution on the “All Africa Energy Week”
We, Ministers of Energy for Africa, 
Considering that most African countries have been experiencing a fairly acute energy crisis for the last decade at least without significant progress towards solutions; 
Noting that an overview of the African Energy sector indicates the contrast of a continent relatively well-endowed with energy resources and the deprivation of its population, industries and businesses of the minimum energy services and products that they require to face the challenges of modern lives, wealth creation and productivity, the essence of poverty eradication and economic growth;

Acknowledging that the combined challenges of lack of access to modern energy for close to 2 third of the population and the low energy consumption on the continent are indicative of the urgency for new and important measures by all actors to rethink strategies, design new approaches, and mobilize substantial additional resources to develop the sector;

Aware that major advances will not occur unless policy and strategy are adequate;

Acknowledging, however, that on the strategic and knowledge levels, the approaches on the continent are even more fragmented. The plethora of actors, with very diverse capacities and often contradictory interests calls for a comprehensive strategy and a mechanism for constructive dialogue, consultations with the aim to optimize available resources, while stepping up efforts to mobilize new strategic actors; 
Resolve:
a) To launch the All Africa Energy Week (AAEW) as a recurrent, high-level stakeholder forum for monitoring progress, taking stock, undertaking constructive dialog and sharing knowledge, with the aim of optimizing the utilization of all available human and financial resources to enhance energy access;
b) That the All Africa Energy Week would fit in the overall Institutional Architecture of AU for Energy Infrastructure, and would function under the auspices of the Conference of Energy Ministers of Africa (CEMA); and

c) That the modalities of functioning of the AAEW will be established by the African Union Commission, in consultation with the African Development Bank, the Economic Commission for Africa, and UN agencies gathered under the grouping of UN-Energy/Africa.
